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Fabric Faced Butyl Tape should be cut to the
desired length. The release liner then is peeled off
the back and the tape is pressed into place along
the seam. The tape is best positioned by hand,
exercising care to remove bubbles and wrinkles
and achieving a complete bond to the
membrane surface.

Avoid stretching during installation.

Store indoors, out of direct sunlight between 60
and 80°F.
